In his right arm, 5t Joseph holds a Bowering staff, a sign that he was
chosen by God. The white liies of the staff signify his purity and chastity.
Taken together, the icon provides a window into the life and mission of this
courageous father, a man whe was ene of us and yet called to a misson of
incomparable significance. Our world desperately needs men and women of
courage. But in a particular way, it needs courageous fathers — men willing to
atamd up and to carry out their own mission of protecting, del’umling and
raising future generations. It needs men willing to rigk it all, in order to offer
the world Jesus. In short, our world needs men in the model of 3¢ Joseph.
